Cool for Wake

Cool for Wake is a seasonal heat relief program that provides free fans to vulnerable citizens who are
adversely affected by extreme summer temperatures. Cool for Wake begins on May 1 of each year
and runs through mid-September.

The programs initiatives:

Fans - Households without air conditioning that contain a senior citizen (60+) and/or children
under age 12 may request to receive a fan through their social worker or Service Intake.
Qualifying households will be issued one 20-inch box fan per household per year.

Air Conditioners - Each year, a limited number of window-unit air conditioners are available
to seniors and children who have a documented medical history of chronic illness affecting
their respiratory system (emphysema, COPD, HIV, asthma, etc.). Requests for these units
must be accompanied by a written statement from the applicant's physician.

Since 2004, Community of Hope Ministries has been serving those in the Garner community who are
in an At Risk situation and need help. Community of Hope Ministries is located in the facilities of First
Baptist Church, Garner. We provide At Risk families with Food Pantry services, employment
counseling and emergency financial aid for such necessities as heating fuel, utilities, prescriptions
and rent. We provide Transitional Housing for families that find themselves without a safe place to
live. Community of Hope offers educational assistance for elementary students At Risk of failing
through an After School Enrichment Program. We provide an inexpensive summer camp, Camp
Courage, to help children stay off the streets and we serve At Risk seniors with home care and
maintenance assistance through Carpenter Hands. Community of Hope Ministries’ primary service
area is Garner 27529 and 27603 zip codes; however, we will take referrals from agencies and
supporting churches in other areas as needed. Community of Hope Ministries provides assistance to
approximately 120 families each month through the six ministries God has given us.

Food aid is distributed once every 30 days per household with proof of address. Families often use
our food as a supplement to their limited income or food stamp supplies. This aid assists our At Risk
neighbors in maintaining their household finances.

The Food Pantry is open each Tuesday and Thursday at 11 am and financial help request are taken by
appointment only through one of the contacts above.

Mission: “Urban Ministries of Wake County engages our community to serve and advocate on behalf
of those affected by poverty by providing food and nutrition, promoting health and wellness, and by
laying the foundations of home.”

Urban Ministries’ three core programs are:

Open Door Clinic (ODC) —is the first FREE clinic in N.C. (begun in 1985) that continues to serve as a
medical home to uninsured, low income adults in Wake County. The ODC provides comprehensive
primary medical care and pharmacy services — free of charge — along with prevention and chronic
disease management.

Food Pantry/Crisis Support - Second-largest food pantry in Wake County — offers food assistance—
enough to feed families for at least one week—to prevent hunger or food insecurity. Clients can
come for food once every three months. Enables families to save money and maintain stable
housing. With funding from the Filling in Gaps (FIGs) program, Urban Ministries is able to help more
than 500 people each year obtain prescription medications that are beyond their financial reach.
Urban Ministries also has one of the only free on-site pharmacies in the county to provide
prescription assistance at no charge to clients of the Open Door Clinic.

Helen Wright Center for Women (HWCW) - The Helen Wright Center for Women (HWCW) works to
reduce homelessness by providing temporary housing and support services to promote
independence. This includes transitional shelter for about 300 homeless women annually, offering
basic needs and case management to help homeless women move toward independence and
permanent housing, special programs such as yoga, women'’s support group, game nights and
workshops for life skills, job readiness, home ownership, self-esteem and health-related issues, and
providing a safe and supportive environment for women in crisis.

Initially, the mentor and participant may plan to get together frequently to strengthen their
relationship, trust and set goals. Goals may include suggestions on where to look for a job, support
for staying within their new budget and guidance on how to pursue a specific career or education
goals. Once the relationship is established the two can choose a set time to meet and talk by phone
that works within their schedules. This relationship is based on mutual respect, encouragement and
heartfelt prayer.

Over one million persons from overseas come to our country each year for pleasure and business.
Our county has become an educational and tourist mecca for people around the world. According to
the 2015 census, there are approximately 132,121 foreign born residents in Wake County. We
minister to these people the ones who are with us and will return to their native lands, and those
who make America their home.

Internationals are those persons from foreign countries temporarily residing in the United States for
purposes of education, training, business, government missions, vacations and short visits. Each
International is an individual. Each brings with him/her to this land their own particular customs and
manners.

e Care Kits for New Students. Include candy bars, box drinks such as Hi-C, chips, fruit, packs of
gum, hard candy, hot chocolate mix, pencils, coupons, etc.
e Orientation to the Community. Introduce students to shopping areas, public facilities,
museums, libraries, doctors, and dentists.

Come to SIT meeting at NC State Baptist Student Center (for details call the contact person listed
above). Initially meet with international students in a natural environment and follow up with these:
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1. Seasonal Activities. Christmas and Thanksgiving sharing. These are good times to have home
visits. Use these occasions to interpret what the celebrations/emphases mean to Americans.

2. Home Hospitality. Invite a student to your home for fellowship with your family. Take
him/her to a high school or college ball game. Visit a museum or watch a special TV program.
Be sure to call and make the necessary arrangements beforehand.

3. International Study Class. Plan a study class each Sunday or at an appropriate time for a
detailed discussion of religious or cultural concepts. Be sure to have a qualified person to
lead the study and discussion.

4. English Classes. Most wives of the students would like a conversational English class
sometime during the day or week so that they can learn to speak English better. A good
teacher should lead the study, and a nursery would help if they have small children.

5. Honoring International Graduates. They have looked forward to this for so long and your
interest at this time would be appreciated. A buffet dinner or banquet might be planned.

6. Farewell. Seeing them off can be a lasting memory of your ministry and love for them.

Project Nehemiah, Inc., working together as a team with the inmate, a community of Christians and
prison staff, is a three-phase effort to REACH, RECONCILE, AND RESTORE the men at Wake Correctional
Center (WCC), and to help them turn from a life of crime to a life of accomplishment and contribution.

The North Carolina State Fair Ministry was begun in the fall of 1986 and ministers to over 700,110
people who attend the fair and to workers of the fair. Workers are on the road six months of the
year, working seven days a week. Some are Christians and others are not.

The RBA's State Fair Ministry provides morning worship services for the workers. There are
afternoon worship/music services for fair goers. Over 1,000 tracts and several hundred New
Testaments are distributed through this ministry. A barbecue meal is provided for the fair workers
along with a “Welcome Kit" (health care kit) on Wednesday before the fair begins on Thursday. This
will give chaplains the opportunity to become acquainted with the workers before the fair begins.
Through North Carolina Baptist Medical & Dental Van — dental screenings and dental procedures are
provided as well as blood pressure checks. Recently an additional ministry of providing haircuts has
been a welcomed ministry.

The RBA will also support the Worship/Music Ministry of Campers on Mission. If your church wishes
to participate in the Chapel Ministry or lead in creative arts witness (through clowning, mime, or
puppetry), please call Bill and Betty Wilson at 336-288-1040 (Campers on Mission Coordinators).
